APPLICATION FOR 
OASC STATE PRESIDENT and 

STUDENT EXECUTIVE COUNCIL 
What it is: 
A 23 member Executive Board governs the Oregon Association of Student Councils (OASC).  Ten of the Board members are secondary school teachers/advisors and administrators who are involved in activities at their school. The Student Executive Council comprises the other eleven Board members: one State President, two At-Large Representatives, and six Regional Representatives.  We also have two appointed middle school students serving on the Board. 

Who may apply: 
Any sophomores or juniors of a current OASC member school.  Student Executive Council members have full voting privileges, and serve a term of one year.  If they are elected as sophomores, they have the option of running for a second term.  Students running for State President must be juniors. 
Please note as stated in the OASC Constitution: “Each school may submit one candidate for regional representative and student president.  If one school submits two candidates, the presidential candidate may run for that office only.  If a presidential candidate is the only person running for office from his/her school, the candidate may run for regional representative if eliminated as a presidential candidate through the screening process.” 
Term of Office 
Please note as stated in the OASC Constitution: “A student on the OASC Student Executive Council shall serve a one year term. They will be elected at Fall Conference, take office immediately, and serve until the following Fall Conference.” 
Things to consider before applying: 
This is an opportunity to take leadership to the next level. Students wishing to run for Student Executive Council should be self-directed, responsible individuals who follow-through with commitments they make.  They must also be very positive role models, since this is a highly visible position throughout the state.  SEC members must attend four Board meetings each year, but some additional work may be required on their own. 
Selection process: 
Completed applications should be sent to: Sara Nilles, OASC Program Director, 707 13th St. S.E. Suite 100, Salem OR 97301.  They must arrive no later than Friday, October 8, 2010.  Late applications will not be considered. A selection committee consisting of adult Board members and current Student Executive Council members will meet to review, screen, and select 3 finalists for each region, and 3 finalists for state president.  Those finalists will be notified by October 20, so that they may prepare their campaign.  

The three finalists for State President will give their campaign speeches at a general session at the OASC Fall Conference in Seaside on November 7.  One candidate will be elected as State President; the other two finalists will become At-Large Representatives.  Regional Representative candidates will be featured in a “Voter’s Pamphlet” which will be shown on the big screen during the 2nd general session. All candidates will have an opportunity to answer questions in a “Meet the Candidates” breakout session on the evening of November 7. Voting will take place on November 8 at the conference, and results will be announced at the final luncheon that day.

Qualifications: 
· Must be a SOPHOMORE or JUNIOR 

· Hold an A.S.B. or class office position and/or enrollment in a leadership class. 

· Involvement in school/OASC/community activities. 

· School must be a 2010-11 member. 

Selection Process: 
· Only ONE student may be nominated by each school. 

· Completed application materials must be in the OASC office no later than Friday, October  
           8th. Three finalists from each region will be chosen. 

· A Voter’s Pamphlet will be shown on the big screen during the 2nd general session. Candidates will also participate in a “Meet the Candidates” breakout session.  Voting and announcement of results will take place at the conference. 

Responsibilities of Student Executive Council: 
· Attend and vote at the 4 OASC Board meetings. 

· Attend and assist with OASC Conferences. 

· Attend and assist with regional workshops in your area. 

OASC STATE STUDENT PRESIDENT 
Qualifications: 
· Must be a JUNIOR 

· An A.S.B. or class office and/or enrollment in a leadership class. 

· Involvement in school/OASC/community activities. 

· School must be a 2010-11 OASC member. 

Selection Process: 
· Each school may nominate only ONE student.  (*Note:  If no other student from your school                 is running for regional representative, you may opt to run for that office if you are not selected as one of the 3 finalists for State President.)  Please note that on your application form. 

· Completed application materials must be in the OASC office by no later than Friday, October 8th.  Three finalists will be selected.  Two of the three finalists who are not selected as State President will become At-Large members. 

· Each of the 3 candidates will give a 5 minute maximum speech in General Session at Fall Conference, November 7-8.  Finalists will also appear in a Voter’s Pamphlet on the big screen and have an opportunity to participate in a “Meet the Candidates” breakout session.  Voting and announcement of results will take place at the conference. 

Responsibilities of OASC State President: 
· Preside over and assist with OASC Conferences. 

· Coordinate meetings and correspondence with Student Executive Council. 

· Attend and vote at the 4 OASC Executive Board meetings. 

· Attend and speak at OASC regional workshops upon request. 

· Devise a means to stay in contact with schools. 

· Represent Oregon at the National level (event to be determined Winter 2011)
